McCallum Theatre continually seeks talented and highly motivated artists in dance, theater, and music to join
the Theatre’s faculty of Teaching Artists (TAs). Teaching Artists facilitate inquiry-based learning experiences
focused around specific works of art as part of The Aesthetic Education Program and carry out activities in
partnership classrooms in schools across the Coachella Valley and at McCallum Theatre on a project basis.
The Aesthetic Education Program places arts at the center of inquiry-driven learning experiences that include
attendance at McCallum performances and exhibits.

Education methodology.

professional experience in one or more artistic disciplines.

o Availability to take on project-based work during the academic school year in the Coachella Valley.
A willingness to learn and facilitate workshops within the established practice/methodology of McCallum’s
Aesthetic Education Program.

o Akeen interest in working with children and adults, facilitating meaningful engagements with specific works
of art and the ability to bring joy and energy into a learning experience.

e Strong organizational and project management skills.

¢ Excellent communication and collaboration skills to work effectively with students and educators with a
special interest in the art of questioning: conscious, deliberate, focused.
